Department of Education: Board of Education — Amend rules to add private, non-profit entities that
provide specialized career and technical services and education to the list of eligible recipients for
Workforce Education Grants.

Ms. Tiffany Sanderson reviewed the proposed rules.

Representative Gibson moved, seconded by Senator Heineman, that the review of the rules proposed by
the Department of Education: Board of Education is complete. Motion prevailed on a roll call vote with
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5ayes, 1 excused. Members voting aye: Bradford, Gibson, Heineman, Hunhoff, and Johns. Member
excused: Vehle.

Department of Revenue: South Dakota Lottery Commission — Amend rules to adopt the most current
Powerball game group rules and Mega Millions game group rules that cleanup and clarify language, add
definitions that assist in interpreting the rules, clarify how the existing prize pools and accounts will
operate, and improve legal protections for the participating lotteries in regard to decisions made by the
individual lotteries in paying prizes.

Department of Public Safety — Amend rules to update the adoptions of the National Institute of
Standards and Technology (NIST), American Society of Testing and Materials (ASTM) and the
International Building, Fire, and Mechanical Codes, update and revise references, require the use of
certified test weights, allow NIST traceable field test standards for refined fuels and liquid petroleum
gas, and repeal repetitive rules.

South Dakota Retirement System — Amend rules relating to the election of members to the Board of
Trustees to allow the use of a third party to conduct the election and the use of electronic balloting and
eliminate the requirement that a single member provide certification when purchasing a supplemental
pension benefit.

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Senator Bradford moved, seconded by Representative Gibson, that the review of the rules proposed by
the South Dakota Retirement System is complete. Motion prevailed on a roll call vote with 5 ayes,
1 excused.

Department of Health: Joint Board of Nursing and Board of Medical and Osteopathic Examiners —
Amend rules to improve the efficiency and operation of the joint boards, provide clarification to the
licensing process, update collaboration requirements to improve access to care, include reference to
medical assistants, and create a new article covering medical assistants.

Ms. Gloria Damgaard, Executive Director, Board of Nursing, reviewed the proposed rules.

Representative Gibson moved, seconded by Senator Bradford, that the review of the rules proposed by
the Department of Health: Joint Board of Nursing and Board of Medical and Osteopathic Examiners is
complete. Motion prevailed on a roll call vote with 5 ayes, 1 excused. Members voting aye: Bradford,
Gibson, Heineman, Hunhoff, and Johns. Member excused: Vehle.

Department of Health: Board of Medical and Osteopathic Examiners — Amend rules to create standards
for medical record documentation when prescribing opioids for chronic pain, remove restrictions related
to the supervision of physician assistants, and clarify continuing education requirements for genetic
counselors.

Department of Health: Board of Examiners in Optometry — Amend rules to update continuing
education requirements and update the scope of practice/clinical procedural codes.

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Electronic Recording Commission — Adopt rules to implement uniform standards for electronic
transmission of certain documents to and from a register of deeds that has voluntarily elected to accept
an electronic document for recording in accordance with SDCL Chapter 7-9.

Ms. Julie Risty, Sioux Falls, Chair of the Electronic Recording Commission, reviewed the proposed rules.
Senator Heineman moved, seconded by Senator Bradford, that the review of the rules proposed by the
Electronic Recording Commission is complete. Motion prevailed on a roll call vote with 5 ayes, 1 excused.

Department of Transportation — Amend rules regarding the Local Bridge Improvement Grant
Requirements.

Ms. Karla Engle reviewed the proposed rules.
Representative Gibson moved, seconded by Senator Bradford, that the review of the rules proposed by
the Department of Transportation is complete. Motion prevailed on a roll call vote with 4 ayes,
2 excused. Members voting aye: Bradford, Gibson, Heineman, and Johns. Members excused: Hunhoff and
