	(1)  Be tested negative for brucellosis by two official brucellosis tests within the 30 days prior to entry or originate from a herd with a current certified brucellosis free status;

	(2)  Be negative to an official tuberculosis test, as defined in § 12:68:23:04 within 90 days prior to entry, or originate from a herd with a current accredited TB free Status;

	(3)  Be tested negative to a Bluetongue and Anaplasmosis test within 30 days prior to entry;

	(4)  Be individually identified, by official identification tags on a certificate of veterinary inspection issued by the veterinarian who conducted the tests; and

	(5)  Enter on an import permit issued by the board.
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
