	20:06:18:16.  Course attendance -- Exceptions. A course may not be offered for less than the approved number of continuing education credits. Credit may not be issued to a participant who does not attend the entire continuing education course unless a written appeal is made to the director showing good cause as to why the course could not be attended in its entirety. If the director approves less than full attendance for the participant, the director shall specify the credit to be awarded. "Good cause" is defined as personal emergency, sickness, family illness, death of a family member, or other extenuating circumstances not within the control of the participant.
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
