A pharmacist filling a prescription for a controlled or noncontrolled legend drug shall attach to the container a label showing the date, the name, address, and telephone number of the pharmacy, the serial number of the prescription, the name of the prescriber, the name of the patient, and the directions for use, precautions, if any, the name, strength, and quantity of the drug, and the initials of the dispensing pharmacist. The prescription label for controlled drugs must comply with the label requirements of § 44:58:08:20, including the transfer auxiliary label warning.

	All medications ordered for nursing facility patients, including over-the-counter medications, are considered prescription medications and must be labeled as required in chapter 44:04:08.
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
