The applicant may retest two times and only during the next two consecutive testing cycles. The letter and fee must be received by January 1 or July 1 prior to the next testing cycle in order to test in that cycle. An applicant who has not successfully passed the examination within three consecutive testing cycles is required to reapply and must meet the current standards and criteria at the time of application for certification or licensure.
