	20:80:08:12.  Credit for teaching and facilitating training. A practitioner who provides teaching or training shall be awarded the actual number of contact hours for the activity no more than once every three years. The following guidelines apply:

	(1)  Teaching activities must be accredited courses as designated by a post secondary institution for which college credit is issued;

	(2)  Training activities must be trainings relevant to the addiction counseling or prevention services professions;

	(3)  Any training activity not on the approved provider list must be approved within 30 days of the activity;

	(4)  All training must be completed within the applicable professional training compliance period; and

	(5)  Patient lectures or public education lectures such as those offered to schools or to public service groups may not be used to meet the teaching and training requirements.
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
