	20:80:09:13.  Change in certification or licensure status. A certified practitioner in good standing may qualify for the following status changes:

	(1)  A practitioner who is age 62 or older and is unemployed or employed in the profession on a part time basis (20 hours per week or less) at the time of certification or licensure renewal is eligible to apply for retirement status. A practitioner with retirement status shall complete half of the continuing professional training requirements and pay the required fee and is not eligible for reciprocity;

	(2)  A practitioner on active military duty may be placed on inactive status upon request by the practitioner or through board action. No reactivation fee and no continuing professional training hours are required unless the practitioner is working as a military alcohol, drug, or other related addiction counselor. A practitioner on inactive status is not eligible for reciprocity; or

	(3)  A practitioner may request to be placed on inactive status. The certification or licensure may be maintained by submitting the required renewal fee. Continuing professional training is not required while the practitioner is on inactive status. A practitioner on inactive status may not actively practice in the field and is not eligible for reciprocity. A practitioner who reactivates shall comply with the continuing professional training requirements in chapter 20:80:08.
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
