	24:10:42:23.  Application for new or expanded programs. An application for a new or expanded postsecondary program must be submitted to the director of the Office of Career and Technical Education. The director of the Office of Career and Technical Education shall convene a meeting of the technical institute directors and presidents and an Office of Economic Development staff member. Technical institutes with new or expanded program proposals shall present their rationale for implementation. The director of the Office of Career and Technical Education shall review the rationale presented and make a recommendation to the South Dakota Board of Education as to which programs should be considered for approval or disapproval. All proposals for new or expanded programs must go through this process before they can be considered by the South Dakota Board of Education at its next regularly scheduled meeting.
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
