	(3)  Completed a master’s degree or higher in the discipline, is employed as a full-time faculty member at a South Dakota university, and is teaching secondary courses over the Digital Dakota Network or through the South Dakota Virtual School. The employing university must hold accreditation from a regional accrediting agency recognized by the United States Department of Education pursuant to 20 U.S.C. § 1099b as amended to January 1, 2001, or participate in any federal financial assistance program authorized by Title IV of the Higher Education Act of 1965 as amended to January 1, 2001.
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
