	(6)  Journals, periodicals, and newsletters;
	(7)  Directories;
	(8)  Handbooks and manuals;

	(10)  Catalogs, including the catalogs of the state universities;
	(11)  Maps;
	(12)  Environmental impact statements; and
	(13)  Other compilations of factual data or reports of research determined by the state archivist to contain information of enduring value.
