[bookmark: _GoBack]	24:55:03:08.  Classification of focus schools. The department shall classify a Title I school, not already classified as a priority school, as a focus school, if it meets any of the following criteria:

	(1)  At the presecondary school level, the school ranks within the bottom ten percent for gap group indicators for student achievement and attendance; or

	(2)  At the secondary school level, the school ranks within the bottom ten percent for gap group indicators for student achievement and graduation rate; or

	(3)  At the presecondary or secondary school level, the combined math and English language arts student proficiency rates on the state academic assessment for any student group are seventy-five percent lower than the combined English language arts and math proficiency rates for the gap group.

	The department shall incorporate the use of a confidence interval when reporting the gap group indicators pursuant to this section.
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
