	41:04:05:14.  Careless boat operation. A boat underway shall remain far enough away from other boats, swimmers, and persons on shore so as not to create an undue hazard by its wash or wake. The speed or operation of a boat must be reasonable for the time, place, and surrounding conditions. Unreasonable speed and water skiing are prohibited in harbors, near bathing beaches, docks, landings, piers, anchorages, anchored boats, or fishing boats. Speed is reasonable when it does not create an undue hazard or cause damage to others.
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
