A facility shall maintain one staff person on duty at all times and a minimum of 0.8 hours of direct resident care by personnel of the center for each resident for each 24-hour period. Each resident shall receive daily care by facility personnel as needed to keep skin, nails, hair, mouth, clothing, and body clean and healthy. The facility shall provide linens, equipment, and supplies for personal care and for other activities of daily living commensurate with the needs of the resident served. Any outside services utilized by residents shall comply with and complement facility care policies. The facility shall have documentation that assures that the individual needs of residents are identified and addressed.
