If any resident of the facility cannot assume responsibility for medication self-administration or self-directed assistance with medication administration or if the facility is approved to provide services to cognitively impaired residents as noted in subdivision 44:70:04:14(3), the facility shall also be approved by the department to provide medication administration.

	If medication administration is provided, it shall comply with §§ 44:70:07:02 to 44:70:07:05, inclusive, and with the requirements for training in §§ 20:48:04.01:14 and 20:48:04.01:15 and for supervision in § 20:48:04.01:02. The supervising nurse shall provide an orientation to the unlicensed assistive personnel who will administer medications. The orientation shall be specific to the facility and relevant to the residents receiving administered medications

	If any resident is permitted to self-administer medications, the facility's policies and procedures related to self-administered drugs shall include a description of the responsibilities of the resident, the resident's family members, and the facility staff. The facility shall provide written educational material explaining to the resident and the resident's family the resident's rights and responsibilities associated with self-administration.

	In an assisted living center approved for medication administration, a resident with the cognitive ability to understand may self-administer medications. At least every three months, the supervising nurse or the physician shall evaluate and record the continued appropriateness of the resident's ability to self-administer medications.
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
