	46:11:08:03.  Alternative day services. Alternative day services shall be provided to a participant as needed. Alternative day services provide learning opportunities in natural community settings to improve or maintain a participant's abilities in:

	(1)  Communication;
	(2)  Socialization;
	(3)  Mobility;
	(4)  Health and physical fitness;
	(5)  Leisure and retirement or both; or
	(6)  Educational and functional skills.

	Alternative day services do not replace existing residential services that would normally be a component of a participant's ISP as a residential service. Recreational or leisure activities provided as an alternative service shall be therapeutic and in accordance with a specific goal listed in the ISP.

	Alternative services shall be furnished as specified in the ISP and the ISP shall document how each participant's team determines the appropriateness for alternative services and the participant's wants, needs, goals, and objectives.
