The ISP must be completed within 30 calendar days of initial contact between the participant and the coordinator. The ISP shall include:

	(1)  Measureable goals for the completion of outcomes documenting the use of a minimum of one person centered thinking tool;
	(2)  Any services or supports to be provided to the participant;
	(3)  Start dates to address goals;
	(4)  Implementation strategies to address goals;
	(5)  The amount, frequency, and duration of each service;
	(6)  Individuals responsible for providing the supports, implementation, and monitoring of the ISP;
	(7)  An emergency back-up plan developed to address concerns identified through completed assessments;
	(8)  Documentation indicating that the participant or the participant's parent or guardian has been involved in, informed of, and agrees with the plan; and
	(9)  A description of the process for appeal pursuant to § 46:11:09:24.
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
