	67:42:11:39.  Walls and ceilings -- Maintenance and construction. Walls and ceilings, including doors, windows, skylights, and similar closures, must be maintained in good repair. The walls, including nonsupporting partitions, wall coverings, and ceilings of walk-in refrigeration units, food preparation areas, equipment washing and utensil washing areas, toilet and bathing rooms, and vestibules must be easily cleanable. Concrete or pumice blocks used for interior wall construction in these locations must be finished and sealed to provide an easily cleanable surface. Wall construction in living areas such as bedrooms, lounges, and living rooms need not be of nonabsorbent or smooth construction but must be amenable to easy cleaning and must be maintained in good repair.
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
