	(1)  The individual is age 65 or older or is over the age of 18 with a qualifying disability;

	(2)  The individual is receiving Supplemental Security Income or has an income level within 300% of the Supplemental Security Income standard benefit amount as provided in § 67:46:04:13 and meets the eligibility criteria established in chapter 67:46:03 or would be eligible for Medicaid under article 67:46 if institutionalized;

	(3)  The medical review team has determined according to chapter 67:45:01 that the individual meets the nursing facility level of care; and

	(4)  The individual will reside at home or in an assisted living facility while receiving ASA waiver services.
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
