The department may discontinue services provided under this chapter if the department exhausts its resources for providing the services, the individual can no longer benefit from the services provided, or the individual's or the provider's health or safety would be jeopardized if the services were continued. Specific reasons for discontinuing services include the following:

	(1)  The individual's needs have surpassed the scope of the ASA waiver;

	(2)  The individual poses a safety risk;

	(3)  The individual is not in compliance with the care plan;

	(4)  The individual is not capable of self-preservation in an emergency;

	(5)  The individual's condition has improved and no longer meets level of care requirements; and

	(6)  The individual failed to participate in the cost of service as required.
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
