The commission shall grant approval to any structure defined by SDCL 50-9-1 and 50-9-7 that has received and submitted to the commission a written determination by the FAA that the proposed structure does not pose a hazard to air navigation. The approval shall be conditioned upon the structure's compliance with all requirements contained in the FAA's determination that the proposed structure does not pose a hazard to air navigation. If the FAA has not yet issued a written determination at the time the application is submitted, the commission may grant conditional approval contingent upon submittal prior to commencing construction of a written determination by the FAA that the proposed structure does not pose a hazard to air navigation.
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
