On or before December 1, 2002, the manager of each airport in this state shall send to the director of aeronautics a list of the names and driver's license numbers for each airport employee. Within 30 days of the commencement of employment of a new airport employee at an airport, the airport manager shall provide to the director of aeronautics the airport employee's name, employer, and driver's license number. Upon receipt of the information, the director of aeronautics shall issue an airport employee photo identification to each airport employee. The photographic identification shall display an identifying photograph of the airport employee, the airport employee's name, employer, identification number, and access and movement privileges.

	The photograph for the airport employee photo identification shall be obtained from the driver's license photographs maintained by the South Dakota Department of Commerce. If the Department of Commerce does not have available a driver's license photograph for an airport employee, the director of aeronautics shall immediately so notify the employer in writing. Upon receipt of the written notification, the airport employee shall, within 30 days, obtain a photograph from any driver licensing office.

	The manager of each airport shall distribute the airport employee photo identifications to each individual, collect the airport employee photo identification immediately upon the termination of an airport employee's employment, and request replacement airport employee identification from the director of aeronautics if an airport employee's photo identification is lost, destroyed, or expired. Upon the collection of the photo identification from an airport employee whose employment has terminated, the airport manager shall immediately send the photo identification to the director of aeronautics.
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
