	(1)  All cathodic protection systems must be maintained so the operation will provide continuous cathodic protection to the metal components of the UST system in contact with the soil;

	(2)  All UST systems equipped with cathodic protection systems must be inspected by a cathodic protection tester. The tester must test the cathodic protection system within six months after installation or when the soil in the excavation area has compacted to ensure adequate protection as specified in 40 C.F.R. § 280.31 as published at 53 Fed. Reg. 37,200 (September 23, 1988) and every three years thereafter;

	(3)  All UST systems with impressed current must be checked by the owners or operators every 60 days to ensure that the system is operating properly.
