Transferred $4,000 in general funds within State Radio. Transferred $22,000 from Fire Marshal to Weights and Measures.
Transferred $125,000 from Emergency Management and Homeland Security to Driver Licensing. This is a one-time transfer from
operating expenses to operating expenses and operating expenses to personal services. The transfer from Homeland Security to
Highway patrol is needed to cover the shortfall in personal services. The transfer within State Radio is to cover the shortfall in
personal services due to the hiring of the director position in Rapid City. The funds are available due to the change in contractual
services with Pennington County. The transfer from Fire Marshal to Weights and Measures will be used to purchase a balance for the
metrology lab. The funds are available due to lower than anticipated contractual costs. The transfer from Homeland Security to Driver
License is needed to cover costs of the new software upgrade and the remodel of the Rapid City station when Highway Patrol moved
out. The funds are available from Homeland Security due to the lower than anticipated federal grants.
