
AN ACT

ENTITLED, An Act to authorize municipalities to include flexible spending accounts, flexible

spending account debit cards, and related programs and procedures with employee health

insurance benefits.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

Section 1. That chapter 9-14 be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read as follows:

Any health insurance plan or policy provided by a municipality for municipal officers and

employees and other persons pursuant to §§ 9-14-30 and 9-14-35 may include the use of flexible

spending accounts, which may include payment or reimbursement through the use of debit cards,

direct deposit to financial institutions, by check, or a combination of these.
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
