BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:3

Section 1. That chapter 7-18 be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read as4

follows:5

Any county with volunteer advanced life support personnel may establish a deferred6

compensation program for its volunteer advanced life support personnel. Such a program may7

be financed by the county or by the volunteer advanced life support personnel and may be8

managed through the county or through an insurance company or other financial institution.9

Such program shall be established by ordinance. Each county shall establish requirements for10

participation in the program. Participation in the program of deferred compensation shall be at11

the option of the volunteer advanced life support personnel.12

Section 2. That chapter 8-2 be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read as13

follows:14

Any township with volunteer advanced life support personnel may establish a deferred15
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compensation program for its volunteer advanced life support personnel. Such a program may1

be financed by the township or by the volunteer advanced life support personnel and may be2

managed through the township or through an insurance company or other financial institution.3

Such program shall be established by ordinance. Each township shall establish requirements for4

participation in the program. Participation in the program of deferred compensation shall be at5

the option of the volunteer advanced life support personnel.6

Section 3. That chapter 9-16 be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read as7

follows:8

Any municipality with volunteer advanced life support personnel may establish a deferred9

compensation program for its volunteer advanced life support personnel. Such a program may10

be financed by the municipality or by the volunteer advanced life support personnel and may11

be managed through the municipality or through an insurance company or other financial12

institution. Such program shall be established by ordinance. Each municipality shall establish13

requirements for participation in the program. Participation in the program of deferred14

compensation shall be at the option of the volunteer advanced life support personnel.15

Section 4. That chapter 34-11A be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read16

as follows:17

Any ambulance district with volunteer advanced life support personnel may establish a18

deferred compensation program for its volunteer advanced life support personnel. Such a19

program may be financed by the ambulance district or by the volunteer advanced life support20

personnel and may be managed through the ambulance district or through an insurance company21

or other financial institution. Such program shall be established by ordinance. Each ambulance22

district shall establish requirements for participation in the program. Participation in the23

program of deferred compensation shall be at the option of the volunteer advanced life support24
