BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:3

Section 1. That § 42-7A-38 be amended to read as follows:4

42-7A-38. A video lottery machine may not allow more than two dollars to be played on a5

game or award free games or credits in excess of one thousand dollars per bet. The commission6

shall promulgate rules, pursuant to chapter 1-26, establishing the maximum amount of money,7

not to exceed five dollars, that may be bet per play on a video lottery machine, the maximum8

award per play, and the award of free games or credits. The payback value of one credit shall9

be at least eighty percent of the value of the credit.10
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
