A complaint is awritten statement of the essential facts constituting an offense
charged. It must be signed under oath before aperson authorized to administer oathsin the State

of South Dakota. It issufficient if alaw enforcement officer, in lieu of signing acomplaint for

a Class 2 misdemeanor under oath, signs the following statement printed or written on a

complaint or summons on auniform traffic ticket: "l declare and affirm under the penalties of

perjury that this complaint or summons has been examined by me, and to the best of my

knowledge and belief, isin al thingstrue and correct." Any person who signsthis statement as

provided for in this section, knowing the statement to be false or untrue, in whole or in part, is

quilty of perjury.
