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DISCOVERY DISTRICT

The Master Plan for the USD Discovery District in Sioux Falls is finalized and an amended
80- acre master land lease has been approved. Discovery District operations are currently
funded by USD, Forward Sioux Falls and the City of Sioux Falls.

Construction of Phase | infrastructure for the USD Discovery District is scheduled to begin
in 2016. The project includes 2,822 linear feet of streets and utilities at a cost of $1.65
million. Funding includes $500,000 from a 2014 $1 million general fund appropriation,
$500,000 from Forward Sioux Falls, and a potential Federal Economic Development
Administration grant.

GEAR II

Construction of the Good Manufacturing Practices (GMP) space at the GEAR Center in
Sioux Falls is complete with multiple researchers and companies scheduled to utilize the
space in 2016. This project received $732,000 from the Governor’s Office of Economic
Development and $234,000 from USD, which also pays $170,000 per year in operating
costs. Plans are underway to add 20,000 square feet to the GEAR Center at an estimated
cost of $14 million to provide additional GMP space along with industry incubator labs
and space for biomedical engineering.
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Facilities Management Building

A recent Board of Regents Space Quality and Building Condition Analysis revealed that
five USD facilities buildings are in the worst condition among buildings across the system.
A new facilities Management building will allow USD to consolidate operations, providing
a safe work environment for employees and protecting valuable equipment. USD is
researching options to address the facilities management building needs.

Health Sciences Building

In the eight years since it was established the School of Health Sciences has experienced
significant enrollment growth in its 10 disciplines: addiction studies, dental hygiene,
health sciences major, medical laboratory science, nursing, occupational therapy, physical
therapy, physician assistant studies, public health and social work. The school is emerging
as a national leader in health care education, emphasizing interdisciplinary learning

to produce health and human services professionals who collaborate on patient care.
While the school currently uses some shared classrooms the 10 programs are housed in
an array of older buildings across campus. Bringing the programs together in a modern
Health Sciences building will advance the quality of training for students who in turn will
improve health and well-being throughout the region.
