Amend a Uses of Parks and Public Lands rule to allow for removal of shed antlers from 

state-owned lands; amend Spring Wild Turkey Hunting Season rules to set the number 

and types of licenses available for the Prairie Units, make adjustments to the Black Hill 

and Unit 49A (Meade County) unit boundaries as outlined in the South Dakota Wild 

Turkey Management Plan, 2016-2020, set the number of archery turkey access permits for
