Section 1. That ARSD 67:46:06:05 be amended to read as follows:4

67:46:06:05.  Deduction for personal needs. A long-term care assistance applicant or5

recipient is allowed a deduction of $30 $60 a month to cover personal needs. An applicant or6

recipient with earned income is allowed an additional deduction for personal needs up to a7

maximum of the first $75 of gross earned income per month.8

A long-term care applicant or recipient who receives the limited, improved pension of $909

from the veteran's administration is allowed a deduction of $90 a month to cover personal needs.10
